Last month we had a brief safety reccommendation regardingt he FAA progr am “ @opevar, thérdacen Li g
ot her “Good Oper at iwilaircRftlightst Airccaft mhips candbeshazardoas to godr health if one does

not exercise a certain amount of caution. Prop and jet blast have overturned or damaged smaller aircraft taxing behind

them. People have walked and driven into a turning prop and the dangers compound '
with engine noise and/or darkness. In the interest of safety, for years, business and
commercial aircraft have turned on the rotating beacon before start and it is the last
item turned off on shutdown. This gives an indication the aircraft engine(s) is running
or is about to start and to use caution. Some newer light aircraft do not have rotating FAA SAFETY TEAM

beacons, only strobes. Therefore, either strobes or position lights can serve a similar purpose. However, strobe lights can
adversely affect ground personnel or other pilots, particularly at night so good judgment is necessary. It may be prudent to
use only position lights when taxiing around personnel or awaiting takeoff adjacent to others waiting. When taxiing across
a runway, besides looking, it is wise to turn all the lights on. Afterall,theya r enti-€¢ o | | i s i Enally, Huring dertais .

Pronelier Overspeed

Best possible response to prop overspeed

On March 17, 2010, the FAA issued SAIB CE-10-21 regarding prop overspeed in piston engine aircraft with variable pitch
propellers. This was the result of an incident where a single-engine aircraft experienced an overspeed condition during
cruise at 7,000 ft. With no significant thrust from application of throttle, the pilot
established the appropriate best glide (BG) but landed short of the nearest airport.

It was determined the prop experienced a failure that caused the blade pitch
change to the low stop position. This caused the prop to operate as a fixed pitch. It
then changes RPM with changes in power and airspeed. Low pitch allows for max
power during takeoff but can result in overspeed at a higher airspeed. Tests with this
model aircraft found that a lower airspeed than BG would have resulted in increased
thrust and enabled to pilot to maintain level flight. Numerous variables affect aircraft
performance. For some models the published BG speed may not be low enough to
generate adequate thrust for a given prop installation where the prop goes to low pitch stop position.

The FAA recommends operators of aircraft with variable pitch props should be aware that in certain instances of
overspeed, the airspeed necessary to maintain level flight may be different than the speed associated with engine-out BG
speed. The appropriate emergency procedures should be followed to mitigate the emergency in the event of an overspeed
however, pilots should be aware that some reduction in airspeed might result in the ability for continued safe flight and
landing. Determination of the best airspeed should only be conducted at a safe altitude when the pilot has time to
determine an alternative course of action other than landing immediately. For further details and sample graph go to the
FAA website address below.

Glass Panels vs. Steam Gages
Interesting NTSB Safety Study

The NTSB recently released their finding of a study to learn if advanced Electronic Flight Instrument System (EFIS)
commonly referredtoas”“ gl ass” panel s wer e pr o dthutieeiassistpncaof the EAAIGEMA, s af et y
Cessna and Cirrus Design the group reviewed the records of over 8,000 accidents between 2002 and 2006 and concluded
glass panels are not yielding a better safety record. Technology has grown rapidly and in the past few years, most new
aircraft are equipped, with digital displays. Theold* st eam ga g €lingfasanel s ar e
even in older aircraft. Common now are digital primary flight displays (PFD) and multi-
function displays (MFD). These panels can produce an enormous amount of data. The
study led NTSB to conclude more detailed training with complex systems is vital to
reducing the accident rate using glass panels. They also stressed a need for
standardization. Apparently, not all manufactures are helpful supplying information.
Interestingly, the study found that accidents with glass panels happened more
frequently during cross-country trips. These were business or pleasure trips by older,
instrument rated private pilots with a higher number of hours. Accidents of
conventional panel aircraft were primarily on short hops or training in nature with younger student or low flight time pilots.
Because the risk is seemingly higher for the low-time pilot, student or during instructional flights, the percentage of the
glass panel accidents has greater significance. Fatal accidents with glass panels during the 2006 period were nearly twice
that of conventional panels. Loss of control during climb, cruise, or approach was 25% greater with EFIS and weather-
related and CFIT accidents were double that of conventional panels. On the other hand, taxi/takeoff/landing and hard
landings accidents were more common with conventional panels by about 25%. The NTSB issued several safety
recommendations relating to training requirements and asked manufacturers to provide pilots with information to better

manage system malfunctions and failures.Q www.ntsb.gov

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Airworthiness Directives
Safety Bulletin for Honeywell GNS Nav Systems

The FAA has issued a Special Airworthiness Information Bulletin (SAIB) for all modification levels of the
Honeywell GNS Series Navigation Systems identified by specific part numbers. Honeywell recently discovered a
software anomaly they say affects RNAV procedures that contain RF (Radius-to-a-Fix) legs. The GNS system
could fail to capture and fly the leg-curved path and continue past the waypoint on an undetermined track line.
The FAA recommends that pilots using these systems adhere to a number of procedures outlined in the SAIB
including approach or departure procedures that require RF capability.Q  www.faa.gov
