Unmanned Aircraft Systems

An Update
By Dick Peiffer

Nearly every aviation trade publication on the planet has carried articles about Unmanned Aerial
Vehicles (UAV) or as the FAA now calls them Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS). Whatever, they have
created a completely new set of challenges for the FAA and the National Airspace System (NAS).

They have been around for years. The military, called them drones, used them as targets for
anything that carried a gun or rockets. They were old fighters or bombers, operated within restricted
airspace and nobody cared but the intercept pilot. Skip ahead to recent years and their use expanded
by supporting our military with aerial surveillance, first in the Balkans, then in the Middle East, and
now in the US with Customs and Border Protection (CBP).

About 50 companies are producing over 150 different designs in the
US alone. These vary in size from something not much longer or wider than
the length of a pencil to the Global Hawk, a 25,500 Ib, 130 ft wingspan
aircraft. The Predator used by the CBP can remain in the air for 20 hours.
Demand for their operational use is therefore increasing. Currently UASs
operate in Restricted Areas, TFRs or the FAA issues a Certificate of Waiver or
Authorization (COA).

The FAA has said that a proposed rule will be issued sometime in 2011 for the operation of
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cities. However, a couple of key issues must be solved before UASs can share the NAS. First is how to

F @2 ARé 20 KS Nand-dvoiddoNDAT).( Thedqlick fHswér 8 t8 install cameras and means
for direct communication between pilot and ATC. But, sometimes the pilot/operator could be
thousands of miles away from the ATC sector where the aircraft is flying. Further, many are flying a
preprogrammed route and altitude.

The UAS safety record is another issue. The CBP
operation has had an extremely high accident rate. During one
year the rate was more than seven times that of General
Aviation and 353 times higher than the commercial aviation
accident rate. Since the UASs operated by CBP are Public Use
Aircraft, accident reports are seldom seen. However, a
Predator went down in Nogales, AZ in 2006. Fortunately, no
one on the ground was injured. That made the news, and 2 ; %
NTSB issued a report, identifying pilot error. In 2008, a Raytheon Cobra flying a preprogrammed route
hit a light pole on the landing approach at the Air Force Academy, in Colorado Springs. Moreover, the
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and until regained, the aircraft then goes merrily on its way, runs out of fuel, or continues on a
preprogrammed route. That is not good in the NAS.

Airworthiness Directives
1'5Qa GKFEG YIe I FFSOG YSYoSNRa | AN

The FAA has issued AD 2010-13-10 that affects certain prop governors, manufactured by Ontic Engineering and
Manufacturing, Inc. These prop governors are installed on, but not limited to, American Champion Aircraft
7GCAA, Diamond Aircraft, DA-40, Beechcraft A36 and Embraer EMB-202A airplanes. This AD results from three
reports received of failed propeller governors. The FAA is issuing this AD to prevent loss of propeller pitch
control, damage to the propeller governor, and internal damage to the engine, which could prevent continued
safe flight or safe landing. This AD is effective August 5, 2010 and requires removal of the affected propeller
governors from service.
