New Runway Crossing Procedures
The FAA has changed Taxi & Ground Movement Ops

Effective June 30, 2010, in a continuing effort to cut down on runway incursions, the FAA is changing Taxi and
Ground movement operations. The new procedure requires an explicit runway
crossing clearance be issued for each runway crossing. In other words, no longer
will you receive a clearance to “taxi to” a runway that authorizes crossing all
runways enroute, except the assigned runway. Now together with the taxi route,
the controller must specify the runways to cross or hold short of enroute. This
even applies to closed or inactive runways. It is important to note that a read
back is necessary. Repeat the route as given and any holding or crossing

instructions. FAR Part 91.129(i), will be changed after the completion of the rulemaking perlod >

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Is ADS-B the real answer or an expensive hype?

During the last week of May, the FAA published the final rule in the Federal Register, establishing the
requirements for ADS-B Out as the first step in modernizing the Air Traffic System aka NextGen. The rule calls
for a deadline of 1/1/2020 for installation of ADS-B Out equipment in all aircraft operating in U.S. controlled
airspace. The FAA has acknowledged the estimated cost to GA from $1.4 to $4.5 billion. The airline industry is
facing an estimated $2.5 to S7 billion and like GA, has voiced their opposition to the fee.

Despite being the major beneficiary, some airlines do not want to pay. Transportation Secretary, Ray
LaHood, said the White House might make federal money available to help the
carriers. Apparently, the WH did not offer General Aviation any help.

The Boeing Co is happy. They received a $4.4 billion award for support
system development of NextGen. As prime contractor and program manager,
they have assembled over a dozen high-tech companies to develop components
for NextGen. The Harris Corp is included. s 2

For50-plusyear s, the airlines have bl amed Lidtehiggiothe d el a
advocates of ADS-B, one can easily get the impression the system is the solution to all air traffic ills. Some have
touted; this will put an end to congestion and delays. While there are some undeniable benefits from ADS-B, it
is not going to do much for congestion and delays, in some parts of this country. Clearly, the satellite-based
system will have a positive impact on enroute and non-radar coverage areas. For example, Alaska where ADS-B
was already tested, certainly the Atlantic and Pacific Oceanic routes, and the Gulf where daily helicopter service
to thousands of oilrigs must now rely on VFR or non-radar separation service. On the other hand, to claim this as
a solution to all congestion and delays in this country is a stretch. There are three major causes of delays:
weather, airline scheduling, and a lack of runways.

Weather is by far the major cause. Statistics show over 75% of delays are weather related. Adverse
weather can be at the departure airport, enroute or the destination. During winter, snow and ice can reduce
moving traffic to a trickle. Likewise, severe summer weather can cause extensive reroutes, delays and
cancellations. Many major airports are located near rivers or large bodies of water and fog can play havoc. Bad
weather and ensuing delays can adversely affect airline crew time and scatter the fleet.

Airline Scheduling is the second major cause. Scheduling more departures and arrivals than airport
acceptance is a 50-year-old problem. The hub concept contributes directly to congestion and delays. At hubs
and major airports, airlines will schedule up to 30 departures or arrivals within a five-minute period. All airlines
want their airplanes off or on at the same time. If your departure or destination
is not a hub airport, you know your chances are good you are going through one.

Lack of Runways is the third cause. This includes gate space. Each
airport and runway has an acceptance rate. Meaning each can safely
accommodate so many arrival and/or departures in a given period. During peak
hours, traffic is at the maximum acceptance rate. Gate congestion further
compounds delays in bad weather. Moreover, most major airports have no
room to expand and communities are opposed to expansion. The environmentalists and anti-noise folks do not
want airport expansion. So, chances of relief with new runways or new airports look slim.

With the current radar system, in terminal areas during IMC, controllers provide inbounds navigational
guidance and space traffic on final. Controllers sequence traffic-using headings and speed control to provide a
safe orderly flow bound by specific minimum in-trail distances. Similarly, departing traffic a spaced to the initial
enroute segment. C o n t r 0sé nhindmurs spacing and that spacing will remain the same as long as there is
Wake Turbulence.

Therefore, regardless of the operating system, radar or satellite, controller or pilot provided separation
with onboard equipment, within most major terminal areas congestion and delays will remain the same.
Mother Nature will carry on. The airline industry will keep scheduling more airplanes than the runway or airport
can handle, unless the feds take action to force change. Major airports will only talk about expansion and
