New Hazards on the Horizons 
MET Towers are showing up all around the country 

 

With greater emphasis being place on wind energy, Meteorological (MET) towers used to evaluate 

wind in certain locations are becoming a hazard.  These towers are used to gather wind data necessary 
for site evaluation and development of wind energy projects.  MET towers can be erected very quickly 
and may be on site from a few days to a year or more.  Generally, these 
towers range in height from about 100 feet to over 260 feet AGL tall.  
Lights or strobes are not required on towers less than 200 feet AGL. 
Further, there is no standardized notification system in place to indicate 
when and where these towers are erected.   They are nearly invisible and a serious hazard to low 
altitude flight operations, as the Power Point below illustrates, particularly to EMS, Law Enforcement, 
Ag, and bug spray operations.  What’s more, these can show up almost overnight in a field commonly 
used for engine out training. To clobber one of these or the linked guy-wires, upon near completion of 
a successful engine out landing would certainly ruin ones day. Your review of the attached safety 
notices is encouraged.

NTSB Expands Part 830  
Glass Panel failures among the issues included 

 

To some, NTSB Part 830 is just a distant memory.   Questions about the NTSB reporting requirements 

were on your last written exam.  Remember, these are not a part of the FAR’s. These are NTSB 
requirements authorized by 49 CFR Part 830 and for the most part, once applied chiefly to Air Carrier 
or aircraft exceeding 12,500 MTOW.  It has been a decade or more since they were 
last undated.  The driving force for this update was new technology.  New 
reporting requirements were added that apply to all except military.  These include 
loss of an EFIS, PFD, MFD, PND and other integrated displays.  In addition, Airborne 
Collision and Avoidance System (ACAS) resolution advisories when IFR and 
compliance with the advisory is necessary to avert a substantial risk of collision or if 
operating in class A airspace.   Further, any damage to a chopper main rotor or tail 
including ground damage that requires major repair or replacement.   
        If an accident or one of the required reportable incidents occurs, notification can be made to NTSB 
by telephone or to the FAA who would notify the NTSB by direct communication.  If required, complete 
form 6121.1, Pilot/Operator report   http://ntsb.gov/aviation/report.htm .   Make sure you keep a copy.  
Depending on the incident, ATC may file a report, to the FAA.  It may also be wise to file a NASA ARC

Over the past six plus years, KMLB airport management has spent a considerable sum of money as 

well as in-kind relief to would be foreign and domestic carriers in an effort to increase airline service.

There were even a couple of questionable advertising efforts, renaming 
KMLB as Orlando Melbourne International Airport suggesting it is part of the 
Orlando landscape.  Despite this, as evidenced by its traffic, KMLB remains a GA 
airport.  In spite of the money spent, in all likelihood it will remain a GA airport for 
decades.    

Many believe the Melbourne Airport Authority and its airport management 
team completely overlook the GA community.  While the airport has a half dozen 
large firms, i.e., Harris, Northrop-Grumman, Rockwell Collins, Florida Tech, and soon Embraer, many 
agree greater effort could and should be made to attract more small business ventures to the 
community.  Small business ventures can have a huge financial impact on the community. 
Many a small businesses began with a single light aircraft to help with expanding territory, and 
eventually ended up with a jet fleet.   
  There are nearly 250 aircraft based at KMLB.  Many of these belong to small business owners 
who use their aircraft for business and personal use travel.  To learn what impact these small 
businesses have on the local economy we would like to hear from you.  Why base at KMLB?  Was it, 
convenience, the area, or available services, e.g., VFR/IFR service, the ATCT, Crash Fire Rescue, perhaps 
Customs, or security?  Finally, about how many employees do you have?  Please take a moment and 
send us an email.  With less effort and a great deal less money, we believe KMLB could be a much 
greater asset to the Space Coast.
