TSA has scaled back the proposed so-called GA security plan  

 

About a year ago, TSA proposed severe restrictions on General Aviation business and personal use 
aircraft.  The proposal called the Large Aircraft Security Program (LASP) applied to all aircraft over 
12,500lb MTOW.  Parts of the proposal were eye opening.  It brought up a host of issues.  Banned from 
being carried on board were items like golf clubs and mechanics tools.  If 
the owners name or other VIP suddenly appeared on a government 
Watch List, they could not board.  Some viewed the effort as a first step 
to eventually including Joe Farmer and his J-3 out behind the barn.   The 
response the government received during the comment period was awesome.  Thousands protested.   
A revised proposal apparently has a great deal more common sense.  It applies only to larger GA 
aircraft and includes a vetting process for crewmembers.  Once approved, the crew is responsible for 
whom and what is boarded a proposal that makes a great deal more sense.

Sun ôn Fun 
Friday was "AOPA 5ŀȅέ ŀǘ SnF with an ASN (V) Seminar breakfast in the morning. 

 

As the sun peeped over the horizon, I rolled N8319N out of her hangar and fired up. The sky overcast but 

ceiling was 4600 with 6 miles visibility, wind east, 6kts. I was cleared to runway 5 and approved for left turn, on 
course. On climb out, I contacted Orlando approach and requested flight following. Was immediately given 
clearance through Class B and I climbed to 3000 and headed on west. By the time I was 20 miles out, the sky was 
clear and I climbed to 4000. I had downloaded all the directions for entry to KLAL, and the windscreen display 
card (GAP) for parking. Came right in over the lake, found the wedding cake water tank and the lollypop water 
tank, and flew between them. Tuned the frequencies, as directed, and found that I was "White Low Wing" in the 
traffic pattern. “Cleared to land 9 Left" that turned out to be the taxiway parallel to runway 9.  Further, 
instructed to not touch down until abeam the tower, and then roll all the 
way to the end of the "runway."  Having done this, Monitors were pointing 
the way every 40 or 50 feet, with day-glow wands for what seemed like 
miles and miles, all around the place, until finally shutting down way out in 
the boon docks.  By the time the prop stopped, there was a vehicle in front 
of me. "Where are your tiedows?" he asked. "I have no tie downs", said I.   
He said there was an airport and city ordinance that all aircraft had to be 
tied down. By a strange coincidence, he just happened to be selling 
tiedowns, for $30 a set. No sooner had that argument been lost and the cash 
changed hands when another vehicle showed up. This one filled with paper armband ID tags. The individual 
inside knew nothing about today being AOPA Day (discounted admission for AOPA members) and he had no 
idea what an Airport Service Network Volunteer was or where they were meeting. 

A tramcar ride for a mile or two brought me to the Fair Grounds. It took about 45 minutes to find 
someone who knew where the ASNV meeting was.  Once inside, a hearty breakfast was enjoyed - orange juice, 
bacon, eggs, hash browns, coffee and toast. In the discussions that ensued, regarding problems at various 
airports, I mentioned the MAPA involvement in revising the Melbourne Airport Rules and Regulations, and the 
problem of addressing operations by folks who supply a service not available on the airport (like the warranty 
services or prop work). I was advised that the R&R should contain a section that provided for "emergency" or 
"one time only" service and would be covered by sale of a "permit" for the procedure to be performed. 

The exhibition pavilions had copious amounts of "affordably priced” items that no pilot should be 
without. I finally got an understandable explanation from the Michelin Tire booth about why my tires go soft in 2 
-3 weeks...and what to do about it (for free)...     Also purchased a set of sun visors (to replace the cracked and 
crazing OEM stuff from Piper and then was told that the price would be half what I was quoted! 
The air show was not awesome, but the performers were quite adequate in their show work. The Thunderbirds 
had a mechanical problem that curtailed their show, but they were their usual smooth as glass perfection in 
what they did perform. The airport was scheduled to reopen at the end of the air show - the final act an F-15 
doing some wild aerobatics. 

I climbed aboard the tramcar and rode back into the boonies to find my bird. About 70% of the 
attendees all decided to do the same. When the F-15 completed its act, the red warning flags at the runway 
lowered and the ATIS began a broadcast again.  Everyone on the grass fired up!  Monitors with wands tried to 
direct traffic back to the taxiways, but they were nearly run down at every intersection!  What a traffic jam!  It 
took 72 minutes to get back to the runway. Finally, back at the runway I was getting instruction over the radio, 
things went very smoothly. I made a take off with an aircraft on my left and an aircraft on my right. The one on 
my right, a Pilatus, PC-12, faster than me, and the one on my left slower than me, so by the time we were all at 
pattern altitude, there was no traffic conflict.  I contacted Tampa departure, requested flight following, was 
assigned a discrete code, cleared through Class B airspace and handed off to Orlando Approach. Did not receive 
a single traffic alert on the 32 minute return flight to KMLB and was cleared to land from a 5 mile final with the 
PAPI and MIRL in full view as the sun set slowly in the west.  A good day!   Q

KMLB Minimum Standards and R & R 
MAPA met with Airport Management 

 

During the past couple of months, the MAPA Board has reviewed the KMLB Minimum Standards and 

airport Rules and Regulations.  During April, MAPA met with airport management and offered a 
number of suggestions to improve both documents.  It was pointed out certain 
aircraft work cannot be done locally.  There were times aircraft are grounded 
and inspection, or repair is necessary and must be done in the hangar.  These 
include warranty issues that require service by a factory rep from an authorized 
service facility or issues such as prop inspection/repair by an authorized prop 
shop.  On the other hand, at times, an aircraft must return to service due to 
business commitments and a local FBO is unable to do the work.   Currently, both the Rules & 
Regulations and Minimum Standards make no provision for problems such as these.  Airport 
management was appreciative of the time and effort spent on the documents and admitted they were 
not aware of some of the problems we pointed out to them.  They graciously agreed to take MAPA 
suggestions and review both documents, review our suggestions and then take the new documents to 
the MAA board for acceptance.

AD’s that may affect member’s aircraft 

 

The FAA has issued AD 2010-07-02 that supersedes an existing AD on various aircraft equipped with Honeywell 
Primus II RNZ-850( )/-851( ) Integrated Nav Units (INU). This AD revises the applicability to include additional 
affected INUs and results from reports indicating that erroneous localizer and glideslope indications have 
occurred on certain aircraft equipped with the subject INUs.

The FAA has issued AD 2010-07-08 that affects Kelly Aerospace Energy Systems, Rebuilt Turbochargers. The AD 
requires removal of certain rebuilt turbochargers. It results from reports of turbine wheel failure in rebuilt 
turbochargers.  Failure could result in full or partial engine power loss, loss of engine oil, and smoke in the cabin.

The FAA has issued AD 2010-08-01 that affects Super Blanik Gliders.  This AD results from another country 
issuing mandatory continuing airworthiness information (MCAI) to identify and correct an unsafe condition. 
During inspection, cracks were discovered on the stabilizer elevator inner hinges of seven L-23 Super Blanik 
sailplanes and if not corrected, this could result in jamming of the pilot’s elevator and loss of elevator control.
